
Getting to & from Caldwell College 

Bus, Train, and Car

Saturday, Nov 16th
BUS

Scenario #1: To Caldwell College From Port Authority Bus Terminal

No transfers but earliest arrival time in Caldwell is 9:00 am

Decamp Bus #33  - The first bus out on Saturday morning leaves NYC at 8:00 am, arriving at Caldwell College @ 8:50. (It runs hourly thereafter.) It leaves from the fourth floor of the south Port Authority Bus Terminal (PABT) building, platform #410 (this can change, so check to be sure). After the first 15-20 minutes, the bus leaves the highway/Rte 3 and travels through several towns and up Bloomfield Avenue. Ask the driver to let you off at the intersection of Bloomfield & Ryerson Avenue, Caldwell, where you’ll see a big Caldwell College sign. The trip takes about 50 minutes. Walk up Ryerson Avenue to the Jennings Library/Alumni Theatre Bldg, which will be on your right—#2 on the campus map: http://www.caldwell.edu/about/directions/campus-map. (See the note on the next page about walking up Ryerson Avenue.)
Further notes: 
· Buying tickets. You must purchase your ticket before boarding the bus. Buy tickets at windows 24-28 on the street/concourse level of the Port Authority Bus Station. The fare is $8.15.

· Entrances to Caldwell College. There are two entrances to Caldwell College (CC) from Bloomfield Avenue. Ryerson Ave is the more direct one for anyone walking up from the bus. CC event signs & NYYM signs will be in place.

· Walking into the college. The sidewalk is on the left side. Go right at the third turn-off on  the right and go to the building with the rounded atrium in front, on the right. If you need a pick-up, we plan a shuttle from the Precision Motor place on the corner. Let one of them know which bus you plan to take, whether the DeCamp #33, or the NJ Transit #29, and your departure place and time.
· Rides needed. There will be a “ride needed” sheet at CC and at Chatham-Summit Meeting to help with ride match-ups.
Back to Port Authority Bus Terminal NYC via Decamp Bus #33

The return Decamp #33 runs once an hour, usually on the half hour. The last bus leaves the Caldwell College/Bloomfield Ave stop @ 11:50 pm. You may pay cash for your ticket going into NYC.

TRAIN
Scenario #2: By train—To Caldwell College via Newark Broad Street Station – Two-step journey

Step 1: Take the Midtown direct train from Penn Station NY to Newark Broad Street
A 7:11 am train leaves from NY and arrives Newark Broad Street at 7:30.

Step 2: Take NJ Transit #29 bus to Caldwell. 
Leaves Broad Street station at 7:43; arrives at Ryerson Avenue, Caldwell, at 8:25.

Walk across University Ave. (where the cabs are), then across an open area and across Broad Street to the bus stop. These two streets are right next to each other, under the elevated tracks. The sign says 29 towards Parsippany.) This bus goes straight out Bloomfield Ave, through several towns. Ask the driver to let you off @ Ryerson Ave, Caldwell, by the large Caldwell College sign. Walk up to Jennings Library/Alumni Theatre, #2 on campus map.
Note on walking up Ryerson Avenue. Some Friends will find the walk up Ryerson Ave long and steep, especially if you are carrying any materials and/or if it’s rainy or damp/slippery under foot. We plan to have a Quaker pickup car at the Ryerson Ave/Bloomfield Ave intersection to meet the buses coming up Bloomfield Avenue—the #33 bus from Port Authority arriving @ 8:50, and the #29 bus from Newark, with arrivals as stated in these notes. The pickup car will have a NYYM sign on front and back windows. Travelers could help by making a card to hold up with NYYM on it. It also would help greatly if attendees arriving by bus would let us know which bus they’re planning to take, from where, and at what time. If we have that information, we can estimate arrival times in Caldwell. The person to contact is Jennifer Nikel h. 973 226-2532, cell 862 703-8908, and ANikel@aol.com. 

Returning to Penn Station Newark from Caldwell College

Much simpler! The NJ Transit bus #29 goes straight to Newark Penn Station, no transfers needed, starting @5:48 pm. Exact change accepted for fares. Last bus 12:15 am.

CAR
Rides needed. Look for “rides needed” sheets at both Caldwell College and Chatham-Summit Meetinghouse.
From Upstate NY, Albany—NY Thruway I-87 south to exit 15 S., I-287. Continue south to exit 52 A-52B; stay left at the fork and merge to NJ 23 south toward Wayne. Take a sharp right onto west Lindsley Rd, then a slight left onto Mountain Ave. In 3.4 miles, turn right onto Bloomfield Ave. Go 0.3 mile to Caldwell College.

From Western NY—I-81 south toward Scranton; continue to I-380/ I-84, 29 miles, and merge onto I-80 east. Then take exit 47B to merge onto US 46 east toward the Caldwells/Montclair. After about 2 miles, take a slight right to NJ-159 E/Bloomfield Ave; 3.5 mile to CC.

From the south—Garden State Parkway north to exit 145 toward Newark/Harrison. Follow signs to I-280 W the Oranges and merge onto I-280 W. At Exit 7 Pleasant Valley Way, Millburn/Verona, take a slight right onto Pleasant Valley Way. Go 1.9 mi to Lakeside. After 0.6 miles, turn left onto Bloomfield; 1.4 mi to Caldwell College.

Local directions, such as from Chatham-Summit Meeting to Caldwell College and the reverse, and to a host family, will be available at Chatham-Summit Meeting on Friday night and at the Registration table. 

Entrances & signage. There are two entrances to Caldwell College (CC) from Bloomfield Avenue. Ryerson Ave is the more direct one for anyone walking up from the bus. The Elm Ave entrance, the larger, is the preferred one for cars. CC event signs & NYYM signs will be in place.
Parking: You may drive right up to the Alumni Theatre building to leave off passengers and to unload materials. You will then need to park the car (no charge) in one of the nearby campus lots. Please park in unmarked spots or those marked “staff,” NOT in the “faculty” spaces.
